q	 Feed the birds Wild Delight Premium Bird

q	 Get rid of “Order seeds from mail” and put 
	 “Check early and often to make sure you 
	 get the Botanical Interest seeds you want”

q	 Repot houseplants with 
	 Baccto Lite potting soil. 
	 If roots are coming out 
	 the drainage hole, it’s 
	 time to repot

q	 Let ice/snow melt 
	 naturally off plants. 
	 Never hit plants with 
	 heavy objects

q	 Fertilize any spring-flowering bulbs that 
	 have broken the ground with Bulb-tone

q	 As long as the ground is not frozen, now is 
	 still a great time to plant.
